House Committee Report:

SAL- It was discussed how the Grover Gaming was paying
for and how SAL should be voting in new member. Normal-
ly new members are not accepted until they paid. However,
under the recruiting drive with Grover Gaming it was sug-
gested to make an exception as Grover will pay for the new
members. In the past, Auxiliary, SAL and the Riders give 10
percent of the profit from special events held at the Post
like the meat raffle. Clarification and explanation was re-
quested. It was explained that the 10 percent was given to
the Post for repair and maintenance of the Post. It went
into the fund and is used to pay for those things. To keep
that current, a motion was made and approved to continue
that.

Finance Report- November was a good month. Lounge
sales were down but Grover was up. The Post has spent
half of what we budgeted from the charitable gaming pro-
ceeds this year.

Bar Manager- Was not present but provided a report. Spy-
glass kegs cost increased. A standardized process needs to
be established for hall rentals. Soda lines are leaking and
has been an on-going problem. Research will be done for
other companies. To offset the price hike with Spy glass, a
motion was made and passed to increase the cost from
four dollars to five dollars a pint. Tale Spinner’s Ale isn’t
selling. We will not be purchasing anymore beer from them
and look into partnering with Liquid Therapy for a new
beer. Possible name, Legion Liquid Lager. We discussed
upgrading the Square to add online support, and additional
devices. A motion was made and passed to upgrade Sqaure
to $49 a month and purchase an additional terminal for the
hall. A discussion to restructure the manager role and add
an assistant manager was discussed. The bar manager
agreed to stay on with less responsibility. She would be
writing up clear specific roles for the bar manager and a
assistant manager which will be reviewed and discussed at
a future meeting.

Auxiliary- February 22" is their meat raffle at 2 pm. They
are discussing moving their meeting date from Tuesday to
avoid future hall rental issues preventing them from
meeting. A question regarding the bar stools was brought
up. Rumors were swirling that the cost less then previously
told.

Pearl Harbor Day Ceremony

Taps WWII veteran Dick Mohrmann tossed the wreath with his son Richard
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Chaplain’s Corner -

Last month the President Trump signed the Medal of
Honor Act. This measure delivers the first pension in-
crease for Medal of Honor recipients in a quarter-
century. The law lifts annual compensation from
$16,880 to $67,500; a major boost aimed at honoring
the 61 living Americans who earned our nation’s highest
award for valor.

Lawmakers from both parties backed the increase,
calling it a long-overdue for members who put every-
thing on the line in combat.

With the new law in place, recipients will see the in-
crease take effect immediately. For veterans’ group, this
represents a major win and a signal that Congress and
the White House can still unite behind issues tied to
military service and national honor.

Archie S. Mobley, USAF, passed on the 24 Novem-
ber 2025. He was a 25-year member of the Post. A ser-
vice was held on 7 December 2025, at the Davis Fu-
neral Home in Nashua.

A sympathy card was
given to the family.

Kerry S. Dinsmore, USN, served from 1976 to 1980.
Passed on the 11 December 2025. Was a long-standing
member of the post. The family was financially unable
to provide a decent honorable internment. Our Post
step up and provided the funds to cremate him along
with placing him in an urn. At this date we are awaiting
info from his daughter. We know he will be interned in
the New Hampshire Veteran’s Cemetery in Boscawen.
Hopefully we can pass it along when the date and time
is provided.

Please keep in mind prayers for the family of Army
Specialist Sarah Beckstrom. Sarah was one of the Na-
tional Guardsmen shot in Washington DC and died of
her wounds. Praise for the miraculous recovery of the
second Guardsman US Air Force SSgt Andrew Wolfe

, who earlier was fighting for his life. A head wound would
require a long path to full recovery.

Also keep in mind the two lowa National Guard mem-
bers who were ambushed and killed along with a civilian
translator in Syria. The guardsmen were Sgt Edgar Brian
Torres-Tovar and Sgt William Nathaniel Howard. The US
civilian worker was Ayad Mansoor Sakat.

Please be on the lookout for Legionnaires Kenneth
Coyle. He had a fall sometime in November, was hospital-
ized and is no were to be found. His granddaughter is des-
perately trying to find .
