Mike Fortin updated the committee on the status of 

the main hall.

Fortin also reported that the four security cameras 

have been installed in the hall. Two cameras are now 

connected to the surveillance server with the remain-

ing two awaiting cable couplers to complete the con-

nection of the remaining cameras to the server. 

In other business, York received a quote for repairing 

the paving in the Post driveway of $1,700. The com-

mittee took no action. The use of άcold patchέ was 

seen as a possible alternative including seal coating 

the entire driveway. 

Concern about rusting of some of the fire sprinkler 

system pipes, noted in the Place of Assembly permit 

notes by the fire department, were reviewed by our 

sprinkler system maintenance company. It had been 

suggested that the cited piping could be cleaned and 

painted as the corrosion was only on the surface. 

Chairman Donald Dillaby received a quote from the 

maintenance company to replace the pipe at a cost of 

more than $2,000. The maintenance company recom-

mended installing a dehumidifier in the boiler/storage 

room. 

The city fire marshalΩs office agreed that cleaning and 

painting the piping in question was an acceptable so-

lution. 

Don Vincent reported on contracting to have video 

recordings of the Legion facilities, including The 

Lounge, Dugout and main hall at a cost of $350 cover-

ing 5,193 square feet of space. The committee took 

no action, recommending waiting until the floor is re-

finished in the main hall before setting up the rooms 

for video work.
